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Market-oriented visible pedagogies where educational policy is centered around programs of
school choice. This...is but a “thin cover” for a restratification of schools, students, and
curricula.... The issue of restratification also points to the crucial role the state plays as a sponsor
of such market-oriented programs and a site of class conflict.
